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DID YOU KNOW?
S An estimated 25% of all water used in the 

Melbourne Metropolitan region is used to 
water gardens and lawns. As little as 1% 
reduction in this usage would save at least 
60,000,000 litres per year.

S Compared with an open end hose, a hose 
fitted with a trigger and spray nozzle will 
reduce water use by up to 40%.

S A good layer of mulch at least 75mm thick 
reduces evaporation from the soil surface by 
up to 70%.

Water Saving Tips

As you are aware, how a garden is designed has a great impact 
on the amount of water it will need for maintenance.

In many cases, watering regimes are excessive and considerable 
water saving is possible without reducing the health of gardens.

Consider alternate water sources such as water tanks and 
recycled water to assist further in water conservation.

n Where possible, separate lawn and garden bed irrigation 
systems.  This will ensure they can be independently watered 
during times of restrictions.

n Consider using below surface irrigation. It’s more water 
efficient then surface and spray systems – including dripper 
systems.

n If possible, design garden beds so that wasteful run-off is 
prevented.

n Consider drought tolerant plants when making your selection 
and mulch heavily to reduce evaporation.

n Minimise lawn space by utilising hardy ground covers and 
pavings.

Typical water usage 

Water plays a large role in the activities undertaken by landscapers 
from site beautification to the construction of irrigation systems. 

Landscapers are in a unique position to adopt water saving 
techniques that have long lasting impacts. It is therefore vital 
that water conservation methods are adopted early in the 
design and planning phases through to construction.

Water Saving Tips

n Hoses fitted with trigger nozzles and sprays are essential.

n A trigger hose ensures that water is only used when 
required and spray nozzles allow effective cleaning with 
far less water.

n When cleaning-up use a broom followed by a low volume 
high pressure hosing.

n Use brushes and sponges as much as possible when 
cleaning paved areas, especially where grouting is used.

n Remove gross excess grout then use trigger controlled 
spray nozzle hoses for the final clean-up.
